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Doignon and Falmagne have introduced the theory of knowledge

spaces for the assessment and training of knowledge utilizing

prerequisite relationships within limited domains or courses.

Regarding complete curricula, however, also prerequisite

relationships between courses exist. A mathematical model

for such prerequisite relationships between courses based on

prerequisite relations between single items is suggested.

These prerequisite relationships between courses can be

utilized, e.g.,  for developing curricula, for suggesting

individual courses of study, or for certifying performances

of students breaking off their studies prematurely.
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
